WHITE ROBES!

Revelation 6:11 and Revelation 7:9,13,14 speak of God’s people being given “white robes.”

The word “robes” is actually defined as “gowns,” according to Strong’s Greek Dictionary. This gives
the idea of there being a complete, one-piece covering over the whole body.

The word for “white,” according to Strong’s, does mean “white,” but it is derived from a Greek word
that means “LIGHT!”

When we appear before the throne of God, we will be like Him, for we shall see Him AS HE IS (1 John
3:2). We shall be ALL-GLORIOUS, EVEN AS HE IS GLORIOUS & GLORIFIED!!!

When Adam sinned, Adam and Eve saw that they were naked; thus, they sewed fig leaves as a covering
to hide their nakedness. They had lost their covering of LIGHT, and they, therefore, realized that they
were appearing unclothed and unprotected. They tried to conceal this from God by making their own
covering! (See Genesis, Chapter 3, verses 6 and 7.)

We will resemble the angels, having the same glory as they, as is revealed in these Scriptures:

2Corinthians 11:14 KJV
(14) And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.

Acts 12:7 KJV

(7) And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the
prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up quickly. And his
chains fell off from /s hands.

Matthew 28:2-6 KJV

(2) And, behold, there was a great earthquake: for the angel of the Lord descended from
heaven, and came and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat upon it.

(3) His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow:

(4) And for fear of him the keepers did shake, and became as dead men.

(5) And the angel answered and said unto the women, Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek
Jesus, which was crucified.

(6) He is not here: for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay.

Luke 10:18 KJVR
(18) And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven.

Ezekiel 1:14 KJV
(14) And the living creatures ran and returned as the appearance of a flash of

lightning.

Daniel 10:5-6 KJV

(5) Then I lifted up mine eyes, and looked, and behold a certain man clothed in linen, whose
loins were girded with fine gold of Uphaz:

(6) His body also was like the beryl [AMBER IN COLOR], and his face as the
appearance of lightning, and his eyes as lamps of fire, and his arms and his feet like in
color to polished brass, and the voice of his words like the voice of a multitude.

Luke 17:24 KJVR
(24) For as the lightning, that lighteneth out of the one part under heaven, shineth
unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of man be in his day.



Genesis 19:1,8-11 KJV
(1) And there came two angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat in the gate of Sodom: and Lot

seeing them rose up to meet them; and he bowed himself with his face toward
the ground;

(8) Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known man; let me, I pray you, bring
them out unto you, and do ye to them as is good in your eyes: only unto these men do
nothing; for therefore came they under the shadow of my roof.

(9) And they said, Stand back. And they said again, This one fellow came in to sojourn, and he
will needs be a judge: now will we deal worse with thee, than with them. And they pressed
sore upon the man, even Lot, and came near to break the door.

(10) But the men [the angels, that is] put forth their hand, and pulled Lot into the
house to them, and shut to the door.

(11) And they smote the men that were at the door of the house with blindness, both
small and great: so that they wearied themselves to find the door.

Revelation 1:13-16 KJV

(13) And in the midst of the seven candlesticks one like unto the Son of man, clothed with a
garment down to the foot, and girt about the paps with a golden girdle.

(14) His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes were
as a flame of fire;

(15) And his feet like unto fine brass, as if they burned in a furnace; and his voice as the sound
of many waters.

(16) And he had in his right hand seven stars: and out of his mouth went a sharp two-edged

sword and his countenance 1was as the sun shineth in his strength.

These all attest to what we shall be like when we appear before the Lord!!!

I’ve added this account to the original Message after thinking about this portion of
Scripture, which also attests to the same concept of “white robes” — from Exodus,
Chapter 34:

Exodus 34:27-35 KJV

(27) And the LORD said unto Moses, Write thou these words: for after the tenor of these words
I have made a covenant with thee and with Israel.

(28) And he was there with the LORD forty days and forty nights; he did neither eat
bread, nor drink water. And he wrote upon the tables the words of the covenant, the ten
commandments.

(29) And it came to pass, when Moses came down from mount Sinai with the two tables
of testimony in Moses' hand, when he came down from the mount, that Moses knew not
that the skin of his face shone while he talked with him.

(30) And when Aaron and all the children of Israel saw Moses, behold, the skin of
his face shone; and they were afraid to come nigh him.

(31) And Moses called unto them; and Aaron and all the rulers of the congregation returned
unto him: and Moses talked with them.

(32) And afterward all the children of Israel came nigh: and he gave them in commandment all
that the LORD had spoken with him in mount Sinai.

(33) And till Moses had done speaking with them, he put a veil on his face.

(34) But when Moses went in before the LORD to speak with him, he took the veil
off, until he came out. And he came out, and spoke unto the children of Israel that which he
was commanded.




(35) And the children of Israel saw the face of Moses, that the skin of Moses' face
shone: and Moses put the veil upon his face again, until he went in to speak with him.

The skin of our faces — AND OF THE WHOLE BODY — will shine likewise when we are in
the Presence of Almighty God, before His throne!

There are also these other last 2 verses to consider:

Ezekiel 10:4 KJV

(4) Then the glory of the LORD went up from the cherub, and stood over the threshold of the
house; and the house was filled with the cloud, and the court was full of the brightness
of the LORD's glory.

and:
2Corinthians 3:18 KJV
(18) But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are
changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.
